PRICES OF ESSENTIAL com-
modities such as rice, wheat,
sugar and edible oils are
expected to remain stable in
the festive season and the
government is not anticipat-
ing any sharp spikes in the
prices,food secretary Sanjeev
Chopra on Thursday said.

“We have used all tools at
our command,whether trade
policy such as limiting
exports or imposing stock
holdinglimits and open mar-
ket sale of rice and wheat to
keep prices stable,” Chopra
said atabriefing on food price
management. we do not
anticipate anyrise during the
coming festivities."

Since June, the Food Cor-
poration of India (FCI) has
sold 2.56 million tonne (MT)
of wheat from its surplus
stock through its weekly e-

STATE-RUN NLC India (for-
merly Neyveli Lignite) has
lined up large capacity expan-
sion plans in thermal and
renewable power, battery
storage and coal gasification,
while also seeking growth in
conventional areas like coal
andlignite mining,chairman
& managing director (CMD)
M Prasanna Kumar told FE.

The company is hopeful of
starting to generate green
hydrogen by the next finan-
cial year, and putting on
stream the coal gasification
unitin FY27.

The total investments for
these projects are estimated
at ¥82,700 crore, of which
322,000 crore will be
invested in the RE sector.

It will set up more than 1
giga watt (GW) of renewable
energy power capacities in
Rajasthan and Gujarat in the
financialyear 2024-25.These
projects are part of an ambi-
tious plan to achieve 6 GW
renewable energy (RE) capac-
ity target by 2030. The com-
panyalso planstoadd 11 GW
capacityin its thermal power
plants by the same period.

The company has planned
to add 100 MW of RE capac-
ityat Rajasthanand has com-
pleted adding 10 MW capac-
ity at Neyveli. “This financial
year 110 megawatt will be
installed, but in the next
financial year, we will be
adding more than 1,000
megawatt capacity both in
Rajasthan as well as Gujarat,”
Kumar said.

The company also intends
to expand its floating solar
projects to the water bodies
around Neyveli area and
other power houses in the
next fourto fiveyearsin order
to expand its portfolio in the
RE sector.“Currently,we have
2 GW of RE capacity under
construction and 1.4 GW in
operation,” Kumar said.

NLC is also planning to
add 1.5 GW of RE capacity at
Neyveli, Talabira, and
Ghatampur in collaboration
with the government of Uttar
Pradesh under the bundling
scheme. “We are adding
3x660 MW capacity (under
the bundling scheme). The
first unit is expected to be
commissioned in the month

of November,” Kumar said.
Under the bundling scheme,
renewable energy and ther-
mal power is sold in a bundle
so that end users can get
uninterrupted power supply.

Among other targets of
NLC, is the target of expand-
ingitslignite and coal mining
capacity to 84 million metric
tonne as against the current
capacity of 50 million metric
tonne. “The Pachhwara coal
blockisintheadvanced stage
of production and we are
expecting production of 9
million metric tonne (lignite
and coal capacity) by March
nextyear.”

The company has been
exceeding its target of coal
capacity. However, it seems to
face some problem in fulfill-
ing its lignite based power
targets. The company’s Q1
and Q2 performance in terms
of lignite production and lig-
nite-based power generation
have been less than the tar-
geted.“We already installed
10 MW solar power stationin
the Neyveli area. Out of that,
4 MW is green hydrogen
based power, so the power
plantisalready ready,” Kumar
said. NLC India wishes to
expand in the battery storage
area and has already signed a
Memorandum of Under-
standing with the govern-
ment in this regard.“The fea-
sibility report will be
completed in the current
financial year and we can
expect the project to come
into shape in the current
financial  year  itself)”
Kumar said.

Retail rice prices rose by
11.9% in September.

On sugar availability fol-
lowing reports of an expected
fall in production due to lack
of monsoon rains in August
had impactedyield in the key
producing states — Maha-
rashtra and Karnataka,
Chopra said there should not
be any worry as the country
will have enough stock to
meet the demand.

“Sugar production in Uttar
Pradesh is likely to compen-
sate for the loss of output in
Maharashtra and Karnataka,”
he said. The food ministry is
likely to release sugar produc-
tion estimates for the 2023-
24 season (October-Septem-
ber) after the agriculture
ministry releases the first

advance estimate of sugar-
cane production for the
2023-24 crop year next year.
At the beginning of the cur-
rent sugar season on October
1, mills have 5.7 million
tonne (MT) of stocks of sweet-
eners while a year ago carry
forward stock was 7 MT.

While stating that it is
monitoring the monthly dis-
patches of sugar mills to
ensure sufficient availability
of sugarin the domestic mar-
ket, the food ministry has
directed traders,wholesalers,
retailers, big chain retailers
and processors to disclose
their sugar stocks position on
the portal for ensuring close
monitoring.

The government on
Wednesday had extended
restrictions on sugar — raw,
white, refined and organic
exports beyond October 31
till further order.

Sources said of the esti-
mated sugar production of
31 MTin the currentyear, 27
MT is expected toberequired
for domestic consumption as
a sweetener. That means
after earmarking 4.5 MT for
ethanol production, hardly
any sugar will be available for
exports. The government is
unlikely to provide a quota
for sugar exports 2023-24
season.

THE INSOLVENCY AND
Bankruptcy Board of India
(IBBI) shall float two discus-
sion papers — one on making
changes in the 'Corporate
Insolvency Resolution
Process' (CIRP), and the other
on 'corporate liquidation' -
very soon,a government offi-
cial told FE.“These discussion
papers are intended to make
changes in the regulations to
maximise the value of recov-
eries and reduce the time
taken for resolutions,” the
official said.

Sudhir Chandi, partner,
Resurgent Resolution Profes-
sional LLP said that IBBI as
the regulatory agency under
the IBC code needs to have a
relook at the entire mecha-
nism and the proposed dis-
cussion papers on CIRP and
(corporate) liquidation
processes are a step in the
right direction to elicit feed-
back and views of all the
stakeholders involved to
bring about the desired
changes and remove the
shortcomings observed.

“Aseries of protracted liti-
gation and conflicting views
have emerged over time
resulting in delays. Clarity of
the role of each stakeholder
and theirrights and responsi-
bilities need to be specified

MIDDLE-INCOME COUN-
TRIES like India need to make
policies based on reliable data
to getinto theleague of high-
income nations in next 3-4
decades as achieving sustain-
able growth will become
harder, World Bank chief
economist Indermit Gill said
on Thursday.

Addressing an event here,
Gill said, to grow into higher-
income countries, middle
income countrieswill have to
reduce deficits in their mid-
sized firms.“(Going forward)
economic growth will get
harder for middle-income
countries like India, not eas-
ier... If you (middle-income
countries like India) want to
getinto high-income country
in the next 3-4 decades then
youwill have to make policies
based on reliable informa-
tion," he said.

Gill pointed out that rela-
tively few countries (31) have
grown into high-income
countries between 1990 and
2021.Prime Minister Naren-
dra Modi has set an ambitious
target of making India a
developed nation by 2047.
